Directions and Logistics for Mosby at Welbourne
We met this past weekend and finalized some of the information and scenarios for the Mosby at Welbourne event this weekend.   We are hoping that the event will have a little of everything to make it a good event for all participants and lay the ground work for future events.  The event will have a tactical focus with the torch light tours Sat. evening to help raise funds for preservation.  The Mosby Heritage Foundation will be organizing the torch light tours and talking about Mosby’s history in the area.  During the day, each side will be involved in tactical operations in and around Welbourne Manor.  The following camps and scenarios are planned for the event.  If you have any questions, contact the organizers listed at the bottom.

Camps:

Federal Infantry:

The Federal Infantry will park along Lemmons Bottom Road which leads up to Goose Creek Bridge.  With the numbers we have attending, there will be plenty of parking along the side of the road for the cars.  Lemmons Bottom Road is located of Rt 50 west of Middleburg.  The road leads right up to Goose Creek Bridge.  The Federals can choose to camp for the night at Goose Creek Bridge or march about 100yds along a trail near the entrance to the bridge to Panther Skin Creek.  There is a ford that leads on to Welbourne.  This area has been used at past events at Welbourne for a starting point for the Federals.  There will be water at Goose Creek Bridge.  The area around the ford will be the Friday and Saturday night camps for the Federals.
Federal Cavalry:

The cavalry has a couple options.  One option is to park the trailers just south of Unison on Quaker Lane which is the main street through Unison.  The trailers can be parked on the southern n end of the field that we had the demonstration in last year at Unison.  The field has not been planted.  The Federals can then march south a short distance to Fiddler’s Green.  This is the site of last year’s camp.  We think there is already some firewood leftover from last year.  If the field is too muddy, there is a farm across the street that has green tin roofs on the barns that we could use for parking with the possibility of the farm next door for a few more trailers.  Option two would be to park at Crednall’s field with the CS cav, march across Welbourne and camp with the Federal Infantry at Panther Skin Creek on both Friday and Saturday.  There is less room for parking trailers at Lemmons Bottom Road near Goose Creek, but this could be an option as well.

CS Cavalry:

The CS cavalry will park in Crednall’s field which is 1 mile off RT 690 on Welbourne Rd.  Welbourne Rd is west off of RT 690.  Rt 690 Can be reached of Rt 50.  The field is on the right hand side of the road about 50 yards before Welbourne.  Turn down the driveway and go past the first line of trees on your left and you will see other trailers there.  Do not pull off the driveway on your left when you first pull in.  That area will be used by the Mosby Foundation to stage the torch light tours.  Once parked, march about 50 yards down the road and turn left into Welbourne for the camp.

Scenarios:

We plan to go live Friday night till about 5 on Saturday.  Each side should consider this a tactical event at this point with taking what steps are necessary to protect camps and be on guard against the enemy.  We will break around 5 to prepare for the torch light tours.  We would like to meet at Welbourne around 6:30 to get organized for the tours which will start around dusk.  We need to organize a Federal picket post, Federal camp, Ranger camp, Rangers escaping and riding off into the night, and Federal cav. entering the house looking for a Ranger.  When the tours are finished, we will have a night march back to camps and to prepare for the next day.  Sunday will be another tactical day ending around noon.

Again, we are hoping the event will give everyone an opportunity to do something they do not always get the chance to do.  Whether that is a night march, 1st person involvement with the public, the chance to spend the weekend on some of the best ground for an event like this, or seeing a ranger dragged out of a period house, we hope this will be a successful event for whatever you are looking for.
